In response to Goldfields Library Corporation’s 
announcement that the mobile library will be closing in 
December this year, Dunolly and District Inc. has set up a 
subcommittee to work towards ensuring Dunolly retains 
library services. The subcommittee met with Maree 
Stephenson, Central Goldfields Shire’s Library Manager, 
last week to discuss the possible options. 
The Maryborough Regional Library is a stand-alone council 
run library service. The library buys services from the City 
of Ballarat, much the same as the mobile service that 
services Dunolly is bought from the Goldfields Library 
Corporation (Bendigo). These services include, amongst 
others, purchasing of book stock – this is done through 
collective purchasing through publishers so that items are 
sent directly to the library shelf ready - (all the cataloguing 
and covering is already done). Maryborough Library 
belongs to a loose network of libraries (Central Highlands 
Libraries) where we cooperate to have floating collections. 
For example, if you take out a book in Bacchus Marsh you 
can return it to Maryborough. It may stay in Maryborough 
for another borrower to take out or it may be sent to 
another library to fill a reserve. This library may be situated 
anywhere from Melbourne to Mildura. This is because of 
the reciprocal borrowing within all SWIFT libraries of which 
Maryborough Regional Library is a member. Your library 

card from Maryborough is also able to be used in any 
SWIFT library, of which there are 18 library services with 
over 100 branches throughout Victoria. 
Possible options for library services in Dunolly are: 

 Dunolly Library in new building and co-located with other 
services 

 Dunolly library in town, possible locations to be 
determined 

 Outreach library van 

 Library depot 

 Temporary library while building a new library 

 No local library service at all 
In order for library services to be retained in Dunolly there 
must be broad community support. The DDI subcommittee 
will work with the Shire to achieve an outcome. Central 
Goldfields Shire will be holding a community consultation 
regarding the library during June.

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Major Serpentine sports project sealed  
Those of you who know me personally or regularly read my 
column will be aware of my passion for community sport. So 
it will come as little surprise that I am delighted by Council’s 
decision to invest over $1.1 million in Serpentine’s sports 
recreational facilities. 
At our May Council meeting last Tuesday a contract was 
awarded to construct new change room facilities and 
upgrade the community hall and recreation reserve at 
Janiember Park. I have no doubt the move will be warmly 
received by residents living in Serpentine and surrounding 
areas. 
Sports facilities, and the social activities surrounding them, 
play a vital role in rural life, bringing people together not only 
to participate in sport but to socialise and network. It’s vital 
we invest in upgrading, maintaining and bringing our 
community sport and recreation facilities up to scratch in 
meeting future needs and AFL/NV requirements. 
Project works to be carried out include replacement of 
existing change room facilities, renovations and extensions 
to the existing hall, construction of a commercial grade 
kitchen, new social rooms, storage facility improvements and 
landscaping incorporating the development of a new 
playground. 
As Boort ward councillor, it is satisfying to see residents 
making the most of the newly refurbished Boort sports 
clubrooms and we now look forward to our next major 
community sports project getting underway. 
Draft budget ready for feedback 
The draft budget for the year ending 30 June 2017 is on 
public display and ready for feedback. A cursory look at the 
budget reveals a small cash surplus with a healthy debt free 
position for the first time in some ten years, after completing 
the final payment on our Wedderburn office. 
It’s the first year of rate capping under the Fair Go Rates 
system and this means Council had no discretion to apply a 
rate increase above the legislated rate cap. While all 
councils had the option to apply for a variation above the rate 
cap of 2.5 per cent, we decided not to. We also decided to 
increase waste collection services by 2.5 per cent in line with 
the rate cap and that is the lowest increase we have seen for 
several years.

Copies of the draft budget are also available for 
inspection at the Wedderburn and Serpentine Shire offices, 
post offices, resource centres and neighbourhood houses 
across the municipality.

My Favourite Reading Place 
My favourite place to read is only a small room, but it 
has many advantages. It is a short distance from the 
house, so I cannot be disturbed by phones ringing, 
doorbells pealing, or squabbling children. 
The path to my favourite reading place only goes from it 
to the house, so no passers-by, noisy traffic or couples 
seeking a quiet spot, causes me to lose concentration 
from my books. If anyone does come along the path to 
use my room, I have plenty of time to give them a 
whistle to let them know that the place is occupied. 
My favourite reading place is very comfortable. The 
solitary seat is contour designed, and to sit in it always 
gives you a feeling of relief. The door is close to the 
seat and can be opened or closed without having to 
stand. On some days it is possible to leave the door 
open and sit basking in the warm rays of the sun. This 
has a disadvantage that, on hot days, if the door is left 
open, the seat can get very warm and when you sit for 
your reading session, you can suffer some discomfort. 
My favourite reading place is well ventilated with a 
small louvre window in the eastern wall. The morning 
sun makes it a pleasure to have a quiet read each 
morning. 
Although water is laid on to the room, it really isn’t a 
place to have a quiet drink. Also librarians tell us that it 
isn’t the right thing to do if you drink whilst reading.  
As there is an electric light installed, you can also go for 
a quiet read in the evening. This is a wonderful asset as 
in some places I have lived, you had to use a candle or 
a hurricane lantern after dark. 
In case you need to take notes from your reading, a roll 
of paper is kept beside the seat read to grab. This 
paper has often been used to clean up a problem. 
I once had an accident in my reading place. The book I 
was reading fell off the shelf. My librarian was most 
displeased at the state of the book when I returned it. 
She was quite flushed. 
As I get older, my reading place becomes more 
enjoyable. I find that I need to go there more often and 
spend a longer time.  
As the children have gotten older, I am no longer 
interrupted by them saying, “Hurry up Dad, I want to 
go!”

Laanacoorie Reservoir  
gets algae all clear  

Goulburn-Murray Water (GMW) has advised that blue-
green algae warnings have been removed for 
Laanacoorie Reservoir. 
GMV’s blue-green algae incident controller, Ross 
Stanton, said blue-green algae levels were slowly 
starting to decline, likely due to the recent rain and 
cooler weather. “However, we do have some areas 
that are still showing high levels of blue-green algae, 
so it is important people keep up to date with the latest 
information and warnings at our website: 
www.gmwater.com.au’bluegreeanlgae-alert,or phoning 
GMW’s Blue-Green Algae Hotline on 5826 3785,” he 
said. 
While the warning for Laanacoorie Reservoir has been 
removed, algae levels in Cairn Curran Reservoir 
remain high.  
GMW announced this week that the alert level for 
Cairn Curran Reservoir remains at red level and 
warning signs of the presence of blue-green algae 
remain located at public launching areas at the 
reservoir. Recent ongoing testing has also shown that 
in some areas algae levels have been fluctuating. 
GMW said because of the ongoing risk, algae warnings 
and alerts will stay in place until there are at least two 
‘safe level’ blue-green algae readings five days apart. 
The algae bloom at Cairn Curran is expected to remain 
until there is significant rainfall to flush the waterways 
and/or cooler weather conditions to slow the algae 
activity, GMW said. 
A GMW statement this week said that water authorities 
and the Murray Regional Algal Co-ordinating 
Committee continue to monitor the blue-green algae 
situation closely. Regular testing will continue to 
identify, as early as possible, any new outbreaks or 
changes that may indicate an easing of the situation to 
a safe level. 
GMW also reminded visitors to Cairn Curran Reservoir 
that due to low water levels, all vessels are now 
restricted to five knots.

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The Maternity Tree 
There is a eucalypt tree near Talbot that is very old. A 
sign in front says National Trust and a nearby plaque 
states it is an Aboriginal Maternity Tree. From the 
outside this ancient tree is gnarled and covered in 
burls, while the upper limbs are covered in leaves. 
At some point in its early history this tree has 
developed a cleft which now allows you to walk inside. 
The thick trunk walls show signs of ancient fires and 
one hollow branch has worked as a chimney for a long 
time. Years of leaf litter cover the floor now, but it is still 
even. A good sweep with a leafy broom would make it 
a comfortably clean spot to lie down. It is easy to 
imagine women giving birth here, safely protected from 
the elements. There would have been plenty of room 
for mother with a newborn and several attendants to fit 
in this space which would warm quickly from a small 
fire. 
Outside a creek runs not too far away and the flats 
would have supported a variety of plant and animal life; 
enough to feed those sheltering in the tree for as long 
as they needed. A woman is probably at her most 
vulnerable whilst giving birth. Now she is usually 
sheltered and ministered to in a hospital, and in the 
western world it is rare for a woman to die in childbirth. 
But this is a modern development. If you go back to the 
nineteenth century and earlier, childbirth was a very 

risky procedure for both mother and baby. Mortality rates 
amongst European women and babies were very high; 
crowded living conditions, poor sanitation, inadequate 
diets, no antibiotics and a lack of medical attention all 
played their part. I do not know what the mortality rates 
were amongst Aboriginal women before white people 
arrived in Australia. They had some factors in their 
favour, the living conditions were not over-crowded, and 
they had a varied diet and because of their nomadic 
lifestyle sanitation was not a problem for them as it was 
in the settled communities. But nature is not perfect and 
birthing problems would have occurred for Aboriginal 
women as well. While the birth of a child would have 
been something to look forward to, it would have also 
brought feelings of uncertainty and even fear. A hollow 
tree with its protective trunk surrounding you and keeping 
you safe from the elements would have been a very 
magical place to be at a vulnerable time. 
During the hectic days of the gold rush, after the 
Aboriginals had largely been dispossessed of their lands, 
it is easy to think of miners sheltering in the tree; 
swagmen probably camped there as well. It is getting a 
bit lopsided now to shelter you from the rain, but it is still 
a very effective windbreak and rabbits live around the 
roots.
