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Shade Sails and iPads for Dunolly Preschool

Dunolly Preschool has been successful in its application
for two grants that will benefit the children’s learning.
The preschool has received $7,500 to replace shade
sails and $1,500 for new iPad and iPad cover. Early
childhood teacher Trish Ipsen said they are “thrilled”
to be successful in their application. “It’s lovely to
know we did the grant application and we were
successful with part funding,” Ms Ipsen said. “That will
certainly help us with our budgeting and maintaining
the physical environment for outside and the
children’s learning as far as technology goes.”

Ms Ipsen said the school applied for two iPads to
extend the preschool’s ICT component, but getting one
will greatly benefit the children’s learning. “Having the
new ICT equipment will enable the children and
educators to quickly access up-to-date information to
support and extend the children’s interest and ideas,”
she said. “Some families don’t have iPads or
computers at home with Wi-Fi internet access, so
those students will be able to access some of those
resources at the kindergarten. The iPad will assist
educators to ensure that no child is disadvantaged by
the lack of ITC in their family home.” Ms. Ipsen said.
“Screens are everywhere so we’re just trying to keep
up with life as it is today, but put it in a context that
works for young children so it just becomes part of

what we actually do.” She said some of the other
benefits of the iPad include engaging the children with
technology for fun and to make meaning of the world
around them and support their development of literacy
and numeracy skills.
The early childhood educator said the old sail shades
were in urgent need of replacing. The sun sails are 10
years old and one of them has a tear that could not be
fixed. She said the school relies heavily on the two large
shade sails that cover one third of the outside areas to
provide maximum protection against UV, and the new
sails will benefit the children and educators. “We
certainly promote that sun smart message,” Ms Ipsen
said.
The grants were awarded under the Labor Government’s
S50 million kinder improvements commitment. The
member for Western Victoria, Jaala Pulford said early
childhood development is at the heart of the
government’s vision to making Victoria the Education
State. “In 2016 we are delivering better services and
strengthening the quality of our early year’s services so
local kids get a great start in life,” Ms Pulford said. Ms
Ipsen said the school will apply for similar grants when
they become available, to purchase more iPads so they
can extend the use of technology in their school
program.

using the park, please read the following Code of

Dog owners Code of Conduct

When exercising your dog in the park, dog owners must:

e Remain within voice or hand control distance of
your dog at all times and ensure the dog is within
sight.

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Language Apps for Preschools

in Wannon
Pre-schoolers in Wannon will get the chance to learn a
language other than English using apps as part of the
Turnbull Government’s play-based Early Learning
Languages Australia (ELLA) programme.
Member for Wannon, Dan Tehan, invites preschool
services who expressed an interest in trialling the
language apps last year to formally apply by 4 March
to participate in ELLA in 2016.
“Services that expressed interest in the first ELLA trial
have until 4 March to lodge an application to be part
of the next round of the ELLA programme in Chinese,
Japanese, Indonesian, French or Arabic languages,” Mr
Tehan said.
“It's a great opportunity to get young children
interested in experiencing and learning a language
other than English and | hope any local services that
put their hand up to take part in last year’s
programme do so again this year.”
Mr Tehan said that to get involved children must
participate in the year before full-time school and be
taught by a qualified early childhood teacher.
“Preschools must provide their own devices and meet
their own Wi-Fi and internet costs, but the
government will do the rest,” Mr Tehan said.

Minister for Education and Training Senator Simon
Birmingham said 40 of the 41 preschools who trialled
the apps last year are using it again this year and that
the almost 1,000 schools that applied to be part of the
trial but were unsuccessful would now have the
opportunity to apply in 2016.

“Those pre-schools that initially expressed an interest,
but were not included in the trial, will have the chance
to be considered for participation in 2016. They just
need to have tablet devices and the government will
provide the rest,” Minister Birmingham said.

“l am committed to ensuring that the Turnbull
Government delivers Australian families the learning
opportunities they want, in a form that works for them
and their children and at a time, as early as possible in
life, to establish a life-long interest.

Farm Tales :A story from Mahnyurnga
Dad says that he doesn’t really like dogs. He says that
they are noisy, dirty, smelly animals that always want
to piddle on things.
But on a sheep farm you have to have a dog to round
up the sheep. Even a bad dog is better than no dog at
all, though dad sometimes says that a tribe of kids is as
good as a bad dog. We often had to help round up
sheep as you are always doing things to them. | learned
some really interesting new words listening to dad
when we were rounding up sheep.
The kids at school thought | was ace, when | told them
some of the words, but | got into trouble from the
teacher when | used one inside.
The first dog | remember was Gabba. Dad had other
dogs before him, but they didn’t last long. A friend
gave Gabba to dad. Gabba was a red Kelpie Collie cross
and he had been taught to round up sheep in the
Melbourne sale yards. When he had to round up sheep
in a paddock he didn’t know what to do. He chased
sheep all over the paddock and dad said some new
words. They were beauties! Dad taught Gabba how to
round up sheep properly by working him on a long
piece of string. He soon learned the right way to round
up the sheep and I’'m sure he had some strange dog
words to say to dad, if dad got in the way.
Our land is all flat. One day dad had to round up some
sheep from the paddock that had two big mine dumps
in it. The sheep ran to the top of the mine dump.
Gabba couldn’t find them and was running around
everywhere. I'm sure he was saying “l can hear sheep, |
can smell sheep, but | can’t see sheep.” Dad made me
climb to the top of the mine dump and chase the sheep
down so that Gabba could round them up.
One day Gabba found a girlfriend on a neighbour’s
farm. This gave him a bad habit. From then on if we

didn’t keep watching him or chain him up, he would run
away to the neighbour’s place looking for her. Gabba
lived until he was seventeen years old, which is old for a
dog. We've got a pet cemetery behind the big pigeon
pen and Gabba is buried there.

When Gabba was about fifteen, a neighbour gave us a
new dog called Miffy. She was a black Kelpie Collie cross
and she didn’t need teaching at all. She could round up
sheep very well. In fact | think she knows more than dad.
If mum brought out morning or afternoon tea to us while
we were working outside, she always had to bring an
extra sandwich for Miffy. Miffy liked meat sandwiches,
cheese and vegemite sandwiches, teddy bear biscuits
and sponge cakes. She didn’t like tomato sandwiches.
She pulled the sandwich apart and only ate the bread
and butter. Miffy has had three litters of pups. The first
time she had eight pups. The second time she only had
three pups and the third time she only had one. Some of
her pups are very good workers. A neighbour has one of
them and calls it Boris The Wonder Dog. Boris is the best
sheep dog in our district. Sometimes Miffy goes over to
our local school and once she pinched the kids’ lunches
out of their school bags. The teacher was very cross.
Miffy is old now and dad has a new dog called Beau. He is
a New Zealand Huntaway and is very big. Dad says he
can’t count because every time he rounds up a mob of
sheep he leaves a few

behind. But that’s
y another story.

All Tarnagulla residents

The profit from the cafe pays for the ongoing maintenance
of the new building.

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Marilyn Monroe has always been larger than life, but
never more so than now. The eight metre-tall sculpture
of the Hollywood screen icon now towering over
Bendigo’s Pall Mall intersection has created a huge
buzz around town — one that’s unlikely to fade quickly.
The sculpture, by internationally renowned artist
Seward Johnson, has never before left the United
States. It’s there to trumpet the imminent exhibition at
the Bendigo Art Gallery simply called Marilyn Monroe.
Planned for 5 March to 10 July, the event — designed in
collaboration with movie studio Twentieth Century Fox
— will showcase authentic artefacts, clothing and other
objects belonging to, or worn by, Marilyn drawn from
private collections around the world.

Two vyears in the planning, the exhibition includes
swimwear and 30 personal items including hats,
stockings, letters, books, her director’s chair, keys,
camera, address book and scripts with handwritten
notes.

Member for Western Victoria, Jaala Pulford, today announced
the recipients of grants from the first round of the Andrews
Labor Government’s Community Shade Grants Program.
Australia has the highest rates of skin cancer in the world and
in 2014 melanoma was the fifth most common cancer in
Victoria. It’s estimated that 40,000 new cases of skin cancer
are diagnosed in Victoria every year.
“Shade is a simple and effective way to protect ourselves from
the sun and by doing so reduces the likelihood of deadly skin
cancer,” Ms Pulford said.
The Labor Government has committed $15 million for skin
cancer prevention initiatives, including $5 million for
SunSmart education campaigns and $10 million in grants for
shade in public places.
“Organisations in Ararat, Northern Grampians, Buloke,
Loddon, Central Goldfields and Pyrenees council areas will
share in $164,557 worth of grant funds to use to build new
shade structures, repair existing shade, purchase portable
shade or create natural shade by planting trees,” Ms Pulford
said.
“The grants can also be used to purchase hats and sunscreen
to further protect the community from the harsh rays of the
sun,” she said.
“Skin cancer is a major health issue for Victorians, yet it’s
mostly preventable. That’s why the people in the Ripon
electorate need to be sun smart,” Ms Pulford said.

Kinder is fee free
Attending kindergarten is an invaluable experience for
children and parents alike, but can stretch the family
budget. The good news is that this won’t be the case for
some 25 Loddon Shire families with a child enrolled in this
year’s four-year-old program. Thanks to the drought relief
fund, these families are able to access a drought fee
subsidy which will free them from fee payments. It's
wonderful news for our families who no longer need to
provide evidence of financial hardship due to drought
conditions. Children in either long day care programs or
stand-alone kindergartens are eligible if they live in
Loddon Shire, even if they access a service outside the
municipal boundaries.
However, where possible | would encourage families to
consider accessing one of the quality programs run within
our Shire. It's important to note that families wishing to
enrol their child in a three year old program are still
required to pay fees. Kindergartens within Loddon Shire

Community grants open soon
Does your local sports club or community organisation
have an idea how it could move ahead? If so, why not put
up your hand for a share of some extra funds?
For the past 15 years the Community Grants Scheme has
given clubs and community groups the opportunity to
request Council funds to put towards projects that
develop or improve existing community facilities,
programs or equipment. I’'m happy to say that to date,
Council has invested about $1.9 million towards 655
projects, worth a total of $5.5 million. The scheme funds
project on a 2:1 basis, with Council giving $2.00 for every
$1.00 contributed by the applicant.
However, the maximum amount that can be applied for is
$10,000 and this requires a contribution of at least $5,000
from the applicant, either cash or in-kind or both. Last
year, 34 grants were made, taking up almost the full
allocation of $200,000.

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New info will help farmers

beat grain rot
A serious crown rot infection can cause yield losses of 90
per cent in durum wheat and 50 per cent in bread
wheat, but a new Fact Sheet to beat the rot is helping
grain farmers fight back.
The Tips and Tactics guide to crown rot in winter cereals
has been developed by the Grains Research and
Development Corporation (GRDC) and is geared towards
Victorian and South Australian farmers.
With input from grains advisers within the Department
of Economic Development, Jobs, Transport and
Resources (DEDJTR), the Fact Sheet gives the 'three top
tips to stopping crown rot: rotate your crops, monitor
plants for browning at the base of tillers and test stubble
and soil.
DEDJTR Grains Extension Plan Pathologist Luise Sigel
said, “rotating crops is the most important management
option. A grass-free break from winter cereals is the best
way to lower crown rot inoculum levels. Check plants for
browning at the base of infected tillers, as this is the
most reliable indicator of crown rot, and don’t rely
solely on white heads as an indicator,” she said.
Testing can be done with a pre-sowing PreDicta B soil
test, which will help to identify if paddocks are at risk of
crown rot. Ms Sigel said farmers should avoid sowing
wheat into paddocks with high crown rot levels.
“Choosing more resistant crops can help, but this still
needs to be combined with effective management.”
The Tips and Tactics guide also explains in-paddock
treatments that can reduce yield losses, includes a
frequently asked questions section and gives links to
useful resources.
