These scammers pretend to a real person who wants a 
relaƟonship with you, spending weeks or months 
gaining your trust. 
They tell you to invest your money or cryptocurrency 
in 'opportuniƟes' that turn out to be fake, leaving you 
broke and broken-hearted. 
 

HOW TO SPOT THE SCAM 
¨ Someone you don't know contacts you through a 

daƟng app, website or social media. 
¨ They show interest in developing a relaƟonship 

with you, and follow this up with frequent 
messages expressing strong feelings for you. 

¨ When you've built trust with them, they tell you 
about an investment scheme or plaƞorm where 
you can make money easily. This oŌen involves 
cryptocurrency. 

¨ They may offer to show you how easy it is to 
invest. You may even make a profit quickly from 
a small amount you've invested. 

 

HOW THE SCAM WORKS 
¨ You meet a scammer on a daƟng app. 
¨ They ask you to start messaging on WhatsApp or 

another app. 
¨ They text or call you a lot to build a romanƟc 

relaƟonship. 

¨ They start talking about making money through 
invesƟng or buying cryptocurrency. 

¨ The scammer asks you invest or buy 
cryptocurrency. If you run out of money or ask 
for it back, they disappear. 

¨ You can't get your money back. 
 

 

PROTECT YOURSELF 
STOP – Don’t give personal informaƟon or act on 
investment advice from someone you have only met 
online. If you have any doubts, stop communicaƟng 
with them. 
THINK – Do you really know who you're communicaƟng 
with? Scammers can use different profile pictures and 
lie about who they really are, especially online. 
PROTECT –  Act quickly if something feels wrong. 
Contact your bank immediately if you've invested 
money. Help others by reporƟng scams to Scamwatch. 
 

IF YOU'VE BEEN AFFECTED 
If you've lost money, contact your bank or financial 
insƟtuƟon as soon as possible.  
Contact the plaƞorm you were scammed on and let 
them know about the scam.  
Tell your friends and family, it helps to share your 
experience. They can support you and you can help 
protect them from scams. 
 

What is the NaƟonal AnƟ-Scam Centre 
They are a specialised team within the Australian 
CompeƟƟon and Consumer Commission that launched 
on 1 July 2023. Their aim is to make Australia a harder 
target for scammers.

Two years ago, one of the street trees on the corner of 
Bull Street and Inkerman Street was covered in roƫng 
fruit that was infected with fruit fly. When Council was 
contacted they had to come and remove the tree, 
which they did. Unfortunately the Community Garden 
which is nearby in Maude Street (only one block away) 
got fruit fly too. We lost about one third of our crops 
which was disappoinƟng and frustraƟng. Since then, 
we have learnt the importance of controlling fruit fly 
by always picking up fallen fruit, using neƫng and 
traps and have had a lot less waste. Unfortunately fruit 
fly breed quickly and can spread from nearby trees. 
The Council is offering free street trees, and one varie-
ty, Black Plum- Prunus Nigra is a host for fruit fly. 
Where these have been planted in nearby towns in-
cluding Bendigo and St Arnaud, they have been a 
source of infecƟon. This does not seem a sensible idea 
to plant black plums on the street at all.

Bendigo and Adelaide Bank is warning the communi-
ty about bank impersonaƟon scams, which saw more 
than $20 million reported lost from 14,603 reports in 
2022, according to ScamWatch. These scams imper-
sonate bank brands, like Bendigo Bank, with criminals 
oŌen posing as cyber security or fraud specialists.  
Increasingly sophisƟcated and convincing, bank imper-
sonaƟons can come via phone call, SMS, email or via a 
social media post, search engine result or adverƟse-
ment.  
Head of Fraud, Jason Gordon, said that bank imper-
sonaƟon scams are the new wave of phishing scams 
designed to trick the recipient into transferring money, 

Bendigo	Bank	warns	of	bank	impersonation	scams 
or into providing personal informaƟon or banking de-
tails such as account numbers, passwords and  
one-Ɵme codes.  
“Criminals are geƫng adept at carefully construcƟng 
oŌen complex communicaƟons that convincingly  
mirror those of the brand they are impersonaƟng,” 
Mr Gordon said.  
Bendigo Bank is commiƩed to educaƟng customers 
and the wider community about the rising threat of 
bank impersonaƟon scams and is urging customers to 
learn the signs of a bank impersonaƟon scam:

RAILWAY	STATION	LOCATION 
 

In November 1873, five of the Dunolly councilors, Hen-
ry Wallis, Edward Morris, Henry O’Brien Daly, John Des-
mond and Robert Walls, requested that a special coun-
cil meeting be held to “Consider the question of the site 
of the Railway Station at Dunolly and to take action 
thereon.” 
This action was prompted by the Mayor and local build-
er, Samuel Thomas Weekes, personally  
approaching the Minster of Railways, Thomas 
Higinbotham, saying the Dunolly Railway Station should 
be on the north side of Thompson St.  
This site was more convenient for Weekes and would 
have made Bull St corner near his shop the main  
intersection in Dunolly. Weekes was also reported to the 
Attorney General for allowing people to be placed on 
the voters roll who had not paid their rates. This was 
against regulations. The following month Weekes was 
replaced as Mayor. Although he stayed on council for 
another eleven years he was never Mayor again. 
The meeting decided:- 
 “That the south side of Thompson Street is the most 
convenient for the great majority of the people, is  
situated in the most central part of the population, is 
placed upon solid ground, is convenient of access from 
all the great leading thoroughfares, is situated upon and 
is surrounded by Crown Lands and much less expensive

than any other site that could be selected.”   
The council had failed to mention that there were a  
number of miners living on this Crown Land under Miner’s 
Right Residence Areas. They were forced to move. Then 
after the station was built they tried to have the Chinese 
Camp, which was beyond the railway land, also moved. 
An irony is that S T Weekes won the contract to build the 
railway station in the location that he didn’t want it.  
At the time this money was collected the main railway 
camp was at Bet Bet and many were employed building 
the Bet Bet Creek bridge. £10/7/- was collected in 1873 
and a further £3/9/- in 1874.
